Easter Egg Hunt  

In the fall of 2006, the Board of Trustees 

announced the formation of a committee to 

evaluate options and costs for replacement 

of the pool deck, and invited interested 

homeowners to participate.  The deck is 

over 40 years old and at the end of its useful 

life.  The committee, consisting of home-

owners both young and senior, spent a year 

researching and compiling data.  They visited 

other associations and swim clubs to review 

and discuss their recent renovation work and 

brought in various experienced contractors 

to evaluate our existing structures.  After this 

thorough review, the committee discovered 

our pool needed much more work. In addi-

tion to the deck replacement, we need to 

replace the plaster that lines the inside of the 

pool, replace tiles along the waterline tiles, 

and replace the coping stones along the 

pool rim for both the pool and baby pool 

because of considerable deterioration. 

While the concrete deck is up, we will re-

place all pool plumbing, some of which we 

think is leaking. During the 2007 swim 

season, King County notified us that we 

must replace the fence around the pool 

and redesign the baby pool drainage. With 

all of this work, we have the opportunity 

to make major safety improvements by 

adding wider steps to the main pool and 

relocating the baby pool so guards and 

parents can monitor children in both 

pools. The committee has been dedicated 

to keeping costs as low as possible while

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Our pool and park are the most valuable physical 
assets of our community.  To maintain these fa-
cilities in good condition, to keep them safe for 
those who use it, and to be considerate of adja-
cent homeowners, rules and guidelines are 
needed.  The Board has updated these and added 
a new form (available from the website or the 
Park Directors) for reserving the picnic area or 
pool for private parties. A synopsis of our Park 
and Pool rules follows. For the complete text, 
visit our website or contact the Park Directors.   

• The pool and park are private facilities, use 
of which is limited to members in good 
standing, their immediate families and guests.  
Members are responsible for the conduct of 
their families and guests. 

• Park hours are 6AM to 10PM unless a 
scheduled activity has been approved by the 
Board of Trustees.  Unapproved after-hours 
activities are subject to prosecution by King 
County Police under trespass laws. 

• Conduct of a criminal or disorderly nature, 
including abusive language, or conduct that 
restricts the enjoyment of others using the 
park or of neighbors adjacent to the park is 
prohibited.  Please alert the Park Director. 

• The park, or portions of it (picnic area, ball 
field, tennis court), can be reserved by mem-
bers for private parties.  Guests must be ac-
companied by a member at all times.  The 
children’s play area may not be reserved.   

• Malicious damage or the destruction of com-
mon property will result in suspension, plus 
homeowner liability to reimburse the Asso-
ciation for damages, plus possible criminal 
prosecution.

doing what is required by King County Code, 

what is needed for long term preservation of 

this shared asset, and what is prudent for the 

safety of our swimmers.   

The committee’s findings were presented at the 

Annual Meeting on February 11, and a special 

homeowners meeting was held on March 17 to 

present cost details for the project and the spe-

cial assessment needed to pay for it, and answer 

more questions from homeowners.  The project 

is scheduled to take place in the fall of 2008.  

Please join the Board in extending our thanks to 

the committee for all the time and hard work 

they have and will put into this project!    

Picnic Area Reservations may be made by 
submitting a reservation form to the Park Di-
rector.  Park parties are limited to 75 people.  In 
addition to the covered picnic area, parties may 
use the ball field and/or one tennis court.  A 
maximum of eight guests at park parties may 
use the pool during scheduled hours of pool 
operation.  (Regular guest fees apply: $1 per 
guest).  Children under 8 years of age must be 
accompanied by adults.  A refundable $50 de-
posit is required for all park reservations and 
is due seven (7) days prior to the party date.  
The deposit check will be returned only if all the 
required clean-up procedures are followed and 
trash is dumped in the dumpster by the Pool 
House. Cancellations are allowed, but please 
contact the Park Director as early as possible.  

Pool Reservations made be made by submit-
ting a reservation form to the Park Director.  
The pool may be reserved for private parties 
and gatherings before and after normal hours 
of operation, subject to the following condi-
tions:  (a)  The member reserving the pool must 
be in good standing;  (b) The member reserving 
the pool must be present at all times during 
the function;  and (c )  Pool reservations are 
limited to a maximum of two (2) weekend days 
per lot, per year.    

Pool Reservation Fees: A deposit of $50 is 
required for all pool reservations and is due 
seven (7) days prior to the rental date.  Except 
for inclement weather, cancellations received 
with less than 24 hours notice may result in the 
forfeiture of your deposit.  The rental fee is 
$50/hr for two lifeguards. Groups of 50 or 
more will require a third lifeguard at an addi-
tional charge of $25/hr.
